Skilled teachers work with
young people so that they can have a first-hand, realistic experience of what it is like to be a victim of a crime.

The agency provides information and advice to prevent the
illegal use of all bank cards. It does this by working closely with shop owners and the police in reducing bank card fraud. The agency can also
provide training for anybody who works on a cash register or handles payments.
